Main Points:
1. Perspective is the judgment | make upon ideas, circumstances, and relationships.
2. Itis not our circumstances that determine whether we have a successful and satisfying life; it is
our perspective on our circumstances.
3. The root problem of a wrong perspective is pride; believing we know more than God and can
handle our circumstances without him.
4. We will never be able to make wise judgments about anything until our spiritual vision clears up.
5. Because God is omnipotent, omnipresent, and omniscient, he is better qualified to guide and
direct our responses to our circumstances.
6. God’s thoughts and ways will always be better than ours.
7. How well we do in a crisis is more about our perspective than the circumstances of the event.

1. Describe atime in your life when you trusted your perspective rather than God’s and ended up
with a painful result.
2. Why does our perspective about our situation determine how well things will go rather than the
circumstances, themselves?
3. Why is God’s perspective more valuable and accurate than ours?
